adopted under Article 160 of the Standing Orders of the Sejm 
at the 164th meeting on 13 June 2013
The European Union Affairs Committee of the Sejm of the Republic of Poland:
1. Concurs with the position of the European Commission that coordination of economic policies of the Euro area Member States requires also ex ante coordination of national reform programmes implemented in those States.

2. Supports the Government’s position that ex ante coordination of reforms should fall within the framework of the EU economic governance arrangements already in place and should not establish procedures and mechanisms duplicating arrangements adopted previously.

3. Supports the Government’s position that the European Commission’s proposals set forth in the Communication should apply to the Euro area Member States, while allowing the other EU Member States the possibility to submit to the procedures on a voluntary basis and believes that the Government should not consider voluntary submission to ex ante coordination until experience is gained in the functioning of the procedures adopted within the framework of the European Semester.
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
