Opinion No. 13
of the European Union Affairs Committee of the Sejm of the Republic of Poland
on the 

“Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
laying down the Union Customs Code (Recast)
(COM(2012) 64 final)”
adopted at the 44th meeting of 9 May 2012
The European Union Affairs Committee of the Sejm of the Republic of Poland:
1. Deems it necessary to continue work on the draft Community Customs Code in view of the fact that the regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council (EC) No. 450/2008 laying down the Community Customs Code is not applied, despite its entry into force.
2. Supports the draft position of the Republic of Poland, which postulates that rules defining the rights and obligations of entrepreneurs and customs administration as well as rules which substantially define the operating framework of a customs law institution should be laid down in implementing acts. Under its current wording, the proposed regulation, with its provisions which give the European Commission the right to adopt delegated acts, may change the functioning of the customs and have serious consequences for Poland – mainly for entrepreneurs and customs administration.
3. Finds that the draft position of the Republic of Poland on the proposed regulation was submitted to the Committee after the deadline set in accordance with Art. 7(1) of the Act of 8 October 2010 on the Cooperation of the Council of Ministers with the Sejm and the Senate of the Republic of Poland in Matters Relating to the Republic of Poland's Membership in the European Union (Dz. U. No. 213, item 1395), thus preventing the Committee from adopting its opinion in line with statutory procedures. The Committee requests that documents of such special importance for the functioning of Polish economy be submitted to the Committee within the timeframe defined in the applicable Act so as to enable the Committee to immediately formulate its position on a given matter.
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
